Training 

 

In the preparation period leading up to the Championships, it is envisaged that ACT 

representatives will train at least 3 times per week – split between ACT and Club training. The 
preference is for three club training sessions and a fourth session for the ACT. However, there 

may need to be some compromise between clubs and coaches to get the optimum outcome.

Australian Representation 

 
The State Championships will be used as the basis for Australian representation at the ADBF

objective of all ACT Teams to gain selection for Macow
